Here are the key expressions for this activity:

When somebody says something that is wrong, you can tell them that they are wrong by using one of these expressions:

No, no, no . . . 

. . . That’s wrong.

. . . That’s incorrect.

. . . That’s not right.

. . . That’s not correct.

. . . You’ve got your facts mixed up.

. . . You’ve got that wrong.

. . . You are mixed up.

. . . You are mistaken.

When you want to confirm that something is correct, you can use these expressions:

So let me get this straight . . .

So let’s see if I got this correct . . .
Now, you are going to retell a famous fairy tale but you have to change five facts. When you retell your group members this story they will stop you and tell you, you are wrong and then you must start retelling the story from the beginning with the corrected fact included.
