	The Emperor Penguin
The tallest and heaviest penguin in the world is the Emperor Penguin. Its lifecycle is truly remarkable. It raises its young in the harsh Antarctic winter.

When the long, cold, dark winter comes to Antarctica, most animals head for warmer places, but the Emperor Penguin stays throughout the sunless winter to raise its young. In fact it travels about 90km inland to find safe breeding grounds. 
After the female lays the egg, she carefully hands it over to the male. The male looks after the egg throughout the sunless winter until it hatches, keeping it warm between its feet. While the male penguin is taking care of the young, the female heads back to the sea to forage for food. In the spring, the female comes back and takes over the care of the young and the male heads off to the sea to feed. 

Emperor Penguins are social animals. They nest in groups and they forage for food in groups. In the cold winter they huddle together to conserve warmth. 

Its diet consists of fish, shrimp, and squid. Emperor Penguins are preyed upon by Leopard Seals and Killer Whales. The penguin chicks are preyed upon by Skuas and Petrels, which are predatory birds.
	
	The Greatest Migration: 

Arctic Terns
The Arctic Tern is a remarkable seabird. Every year it goes on a journey that takes it from pole to pole. 
Arctic Terns travel from their Arctic breeding grounds to Antarctic wintering grounds and back every year. The total journey is about 38, 000 km.  During its lifetime, an average Arctic Tern will travel a distance equal to going to the moon and back. No other animal migrates as far. 
And because Arctic Terns see two summers, they live through more sunlight than any other animal on earth.
Arctic Terns spend a lot of time at sea. They eat small fish and invertebrates. 

Arctic Terns mate for life. They often choose the same breeding colony year after year. They aggressively protect their nests. They will swoop down and attack any predator that comes towards their nest, even large predators such as humans! 

Other birds can benefit by nesting near the Arctic Terns because the Terns will drive away the other birds predators as well.
